Corpus Christi for many years), the news 
reel of President Roosevelt's fishing 

in the area in 1937, pictures, 
storyboards and more. Museum 
Director Rick Pratt and his team 
of helpers has created a "step 
back in time" that teaches fun 
facts about our town's past.

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A Barebones Time Line

1500 BCE: Mustang becomes an island. 1855: Arrival of 
ýrst Mustang settlers (the Mercers). 1857: Aransas Pass Light 
Station (aka Lydia Ann Lighthouse). 1862: Federal sailors as-
sault Mustang causing it to be abandoned. 1863-64:  Feder-
als occupy the Island. 1866: Start of the great postwar cattle/
packery economy. 1874: The Morris & Cummings Cut. 1870: 
First school. 1878: Authorization of local U.S. Life Saving 
Station (aka, Aransas LSS). 1886: Tarpon Inn. 1888: Ropes-
ville town name; revetment laid to stop southward erosion 
of Mustang Island. 1895: Work starts on curved Haupt jetty 
which will become the north jetty. 1896: Tarpon town name. 
1908: Saint Anthony Catholic Church. 1910: Port Aransas 
town name. 1911: The Aransas Channel. 1912: Port Aransas 
seaport on Harbor Island. 1914: PAISD. 1915: Aransas Life 
Saving Station designated United States Coast Guard Sta-
tion Port Aransas. 1919: Major hurricane; completion of the 
Aransas Pass jetties. 1926: Corpus Christi ship channel; ñpig-
gybackò feature of the Aransas Harbor Terminal Railroad 
brings tourists in their cars from mainland to ferry landing. 

1928: First causeway from Flour Bluff to Padre Island. 1932: 
Port Aransas Boatmenôs Association; Texas Tarpon Rodeo 
tournament. 1937: FDR ýshing trip. 1941: Legislature autho-
rizes UTMSI; ýrst Protestant church (Community Presbyte-
rian); Deep Sea Roundup. 1942-44: Coast artillery emplaced 
in dunes. 1946: Shortyôs Bar. 1954: SH-361, Port A to north 
Padre. 1959: SH-361, Aransas Pass to ferry landing. 1961: 
Hurricane Carla. 1965: Sea Isle ushers in condo era. 1968: 
TxDOT takes over ferryboat operation. 1970: Hurricane Ce-
lia. 1973: Town harbor jetties. 1975: Town passes dune pro-
tection ordinance. 1980s: Major economic pullback. 1994: 
Leonabelle Turnbull Birding Center. 1997: Texas Sandfest. 
2002: Port Aransas Preservation and Historical Association. 
2004: White Christmas! 2008: Port Aransas Museum opens; 
major recession begins. 

Last ýve census years (ýgure is population at start of de-
cade): 1960: 824. 1970: 1300. 1980: 2218. 1990: 2233. 2000: 
3370. Percentage increase during the Sixties, 58%; Seven-
ties, 41%; Eighties, 1%; Nineties, 51%.
